PERCENTAGES OBTAINED FROM THE GRADES OF THE PRACTICAL PART (IT WILLALSO
HAVE TO BE GREATER THAN 5), AS WELL AS THE GRADE OBTAINED FOR ATTENDANCE
AND PARTICIPATION IN CLASS AND, THUS, OBTAIN THE FINAL GRADE FOR THE SUBJECT,
WHICH EVIDENTLY MUST BE EQUAL TO OR GREATER THAN 5. LIKEWISE, THE PRACTICAL

4th) In accordance with article 9 of the General Regulations for the Assessment and Grading of
Official Courses and UCV's Own Degrees, the single assessment is linked to the impossibility of
attendance by students enrolled in a face-to-face degree. It is, therefore, an extraordinary and
exceptional assessment system that may be opted for by those students who, in a justified and
accredited manner, cannot submit to the continuous assessment system, and who request it to the
professor in charge of the subject, who will expressly decide on the admission of the student's
request for a single assessment and will communicate the acceptance/denial

Regarding the course, the minimum attendance requirement is 60%. This is the limit to be taken
into consideration for any potential single assessment request. If granted, the application will be
based on the following criteria:

In the 1st call, 10% corresponding to attendance, active participation and favorable attitude in the
subject, will be evaluated with the practical cases/tasks/ indicated by the teacher on the teaching
platform. The remaining percentages 60% (same exam as for the rest of the continuous
assessment students), 30% (practical part, practical work/s that will be indicated on the platform).
-And in the second sitting, the same assessment criteria will be applied as in the first sitting.

- To record or transcribe, in whole or in part, any classroom activity, in order to obtain summaries or
notes created by Al.
- To enter notes or any other material created by the faculty who provided it into Al tools such as
ChatGPT or other non-institutional tools whose information is not stored in controlled environments.
- Citation and attribution criteria:

-Any use of Al tools must be explicitly stated in the submitted document (e.g., in a footnote or
appendix).

-The name of the tool, the purpose of use (e.g., grammar check, organization of ideas, writing
sample), and the part of the work in which it was used must be indicated.

-Responsible use of Al will be assessed as part of the criteria for originality and academic
honesty.
CRITERIA FOR GRANTING THE MATRICULATION WITH HONOR:
According to Article 14.4 of the General Regulations for the Evaluation and Grading of Official
Studies and UCV-Owned Degrees, the "Matricula de Honor" distinction may be awarded to
students who have obtained a grade equal to or higher than 9.0. Their number may not exceed five
percent of the students enrolled in a group in the corresponding academic year,unless the number
of students enrolled is less than 20, in which case only one "Matricula de Honor" may be awarded.

CLASS ATTENDANCE IN FACE-TO-FACE DEGREES

In accordance with the development guidelines of the General Regulations for the Evaluation and
Qualification of Official Teachings and Own Degrees of the UCV, in face-to-face degrees, class
attendance with a minimum of 80% of the sessions of each subject will be required as a requirement.
to be evaluated. This means that, if a student does not attend the sessions of each subject, in a
percentage greater than 20%, he/she will not be able to be evaluated, neither in the first nor in the
second call, unless the person responsible for the subject, with the approval of the person responsible
for degree, in view of duly justified exceptional circumstances, exempt from the minimum attendance
percentage.The same criterion will be applicable for hybrid or virtual degrees in which teachers must
maintain the same percentage in the requirement of “presence” in the different training activities, if
any, even if these are carried out in virtual environments.

MENTION OF DISTINCTION:

The mention of “Honors” may be awarded to students who have obtained a grade equal to or greater
than 9.0. Their number may not exceed five percent of the students enrolled in a group in the
corresponding academic year, unless the number of students enrolled is lower.
