CRITERIOS PARA LA CONCESION DE MATRICULA DE HONOR:

De conformidad con la normativa reguladora de la evaluacion y la calificacion de la asignatura
vigente en la UCV, la mencion de “Matricula de Honor” podra ser otorgada a los alumnos que
hayan obtenido una calificacion igual o superior a 9.0. El nUmero de “Matriculas de Honor” no
podra exceder del cinco por ciento de los alumnos matriculados en el grupo en el correspondiente
curso académico, salvo que el numero de alumnos matriculados sea inferior a 20, en cuyo caso se
podra conceder una sola “Matricula de Honor”. De forma excepcional, se podra asignar las
matriculas de honor entre los diferentes grupos de una misma asignatura de manera global. No
obstante, el numero total de matriculas de honor a conceder sera el mismo que si se asignaran
por grupo, pero pudiéndose éstas, repartirse entre todos los alumnos en funcion de un criterio
comun, sin importar el grupo al que pertenece. Los criterios de concesion de “Matricula de Honor”
se realizara segun los criterios estipulados por el profesor responsable de la asignatura detallado
en el apartado de “Observaciones” del sistema de evaluacion de la guia docente.

CRITERIA FOR THE AWARDING OF HONOURS:

In accordance with the regulations governing the assessment and grading of subjects in force at
UCV, the distinction of "Matricula de Honor" (Honours with Distinction) may be awarded to students
who have achieved a grade of 9.0 or higher. The number of "Matriculas de Honor" (Honours with
Distinction) may not exceed five percent of the students enrolled in the group for the corresponding
academic year, unless the number of enrolled students is fewer than 20, in which case a single
"Matricula de Honor" (Honours with 9 Distinction) may be awarded. Exceptionally, these distinctions
may be assigned globally across different groups of the same subject. Nevertheless, the total number
of distinctions awarded will be the same as if they were assigned by group, but they may be
distributed among all students based on a common criterion, regardless of the group to which they
belong. The criteria for awarding "Matricula de Honor" (Honours with Distinction) will be determined
according to the guidelines stipulated by the professor responsible for the course, as detailed in the
"Observations" section of the evaluation system in the course guide.
