Observations

SINGLE ASSESSMENT:
Exceptionally, students who cannot follow the continuous assessment system due to not attending
at least 60% of the classes may opt for this assessment system. In this case, evaluation will be
carried out as follows:

-Written exam: with the same format described above, accounting for 75% of the final grade for
the course.

-Preparation and oral and written presentation of a project proposed by the course instructor
(25%).

-Receiving feedback on the clarity or coherence of one’s own text.
The use of Al is not allowed for:

-Completing assessed assignments, unless explicitly required for a specific activity and indicated
by the instructor.
If Al is used in any activity under the permitted conditions, it must be clearly cited, specifying which
part of the activity involved Al, which Al tool was used, and for what purpose.

Observations

Single evaluation: Exceptionally, those students who, for unforeseen, justified and accredited
reasons, cannot undergo the continuous evaluation system and request it from the Coordination of
the specialty, within the first month of teaching, may opt for this evaluation system. In this case, it
will be evaluated as follows: Through a written theoretical-practical face-to-face test.

CRITERIA FOR THE AWARDING OF HONOURS:

In accordance with the regulations governing the assessment and grading of subjects in force at
UCV, the distinction of "Matricula de Honor" (Honours with Distinction) may be awarded to students
who have achieved a grade of 9.0 or higher. The number of "Matriculas de Honor" (Honours with
Distinction) may not exceed five percent of the students enrolled in the group for the corresponding
academic year, unless the number of enrolled students is fewer than 20, in which case a single
"Matricula de Honor" (Honours with 9 Distinction) may be awarded. Exceptionally, these distinctions
may be assigned globally across different groups of the same subject. Nevertheless, the total number
of distinctions awarded will be the same as if they were assigned by group, but they may be
distributed among all students based on a common criterion, regardless of the group to which they
belong. The criteria for awarding "Matricula de Honor" (Honours with Distinction) will be determined
according to the guidelines stipulated by the professor responsible for the course, as detailed in the
"Observations" section of the evaluation system in the course guide.
