They  may  request  this  from  the  professor  

responsible  for  the  subject,  who  will  expressly  decide  whether  to  accept  the  student's  request  for  a  single  assessment  and  will  

inform  them  of  the  acceptance/denial.

Cheating  on  the  exam  will  result  in  immediate  failure  of  that  session.

The  use  of  artificial  intelligence  for  digital  practices  will  always  be  carried  out  in  consultation  with  the  instructor,  who  will  indicate  what  

can  be  worked  on  and  completed  with  this  technology.  Its  use,  if  permitted,  will  be  described  in  the  practice  statement  or  determined  by  

the  instructor  in  class.  Under  no  circumstances  may  students  submit  work  done  entirely  using  this  technique,  nor  may  any  practice  be  

presented  without  prior  consultation  with  the  instructor.  If  this  occurs,  it  will  be  considered  a  very  serious  offense,  and  all  practice  

sessions  for  the  subject  will  be  suspended.

For  the  Documentary  Production  and  Screenwriting  course ,  the  minimum  attendance  requirement  is  70%.  This  is  the  threshold  
to  be  considered  for  any  potential  application  for  a  single  assessment.  If  granted,  the  assessment  will  be  based  on  the  following  criteria  

for  the  first  and  second  sittings:  all  activities  and  assignments  will  be  individual.  The  objective  test  cannot  be  submitted  and  will  be  added  

to  the  exam  grade,  which  will  be  worth  70%.

Second  session:  If  the  student  does  not  pass  the  first  session,  the  grades  obtained  for  
attendance/participation  and  practical  activities  in  the  first  session  will  be  retained  for  the  second  
session  to  be  averaged  with  the  exam.  Students  may  choose  to  voluntarily  submit  a  special  
assignment  or  project,  prepared  by  the  professor,  for  the  second  session.  The  grade  from  the  first  
session  (corresponding  to  that  project)  will  be  cancelled  and  replaced  by  the  grade  obtained  in  this  
new  session.  Late  submissions  will  not  be  permitted.
