The final grade will be the result of the sum of all assessment tools contained in the table to be 
shared equally between the two main blocks of this subject:  Art History,  on one side, and 
design on the other. 

 
Submitting a copy of an assignment from the internet or falsified work will result in the failure of the 
course. 
In accordance with Article 9 of the General Regulations for the Assessment and Grading of Official 
Studies and University-Specific Degrees at the UCV, the single assessment is linked to the inability 
of students enrolled in a face-to-face degree to attend. It is, therefore, an extraordinary and 
exceptional assessment system available to students who, with justification and accreditation, are 
unable to submit to the continuous assessment system. They may do so by requesting it from the 
professor in charge of the course, who will expressly decide on the admission of the student's 
request for a single assessment and will inform the student of the acceptance/denial. 
Regarding the subject of Art History, the minimum attendance required is 50%, which is the limit to 
be taken into account for any potential request for a single assessment. This, if granted, will be 
structured based on the following criteria: objective tests and practical work will be done 
independently and the percentage of attendance and partition (10%) - test - will pass to the final 
exam which will have a value of 70% in the 1st call and 2nd call. 

 
Criteria for the award of Distinction: 

 
The teacher is free to grant honors to any students who have earned an outstanding or not. 

 
This criterion of Distinction award shall conform, in all cases, the general rule of the UCV, under 
which may be granted an honors degree for every 20 students (or fraction for groups of fewer than 
20 students).
